Abstract: Sione Age Economics by Marshall Sahlins had a debate with Karl Marx through interweaving
the explicit and the implicit threads. By elaborating a tribal society in which a social relation determined
the economic base Sahlins challenged Marxs economic determinism but continued Marx’s criticism of
modern capitalism. The differences between cultural rationality and capitalist rationality are that the
former focuses on human nature whereas the latter concerned the matter which embodies Sahlins’
reflection on the modern western culture. Meanwhile the emphasis of cultural rationality is still

theoretically and practically significant nowadays.
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
